The RS-232 output runs at 2400 BAUD and is available on the Dsub connector for the Pro II and available on a four header connector inside the Sport CPU.  When the RTS pin is pulled low by the remote computer, RS-232 data will be available on the TD pin.  CTS and RD is not used at this time.

A Visual Basic program is available from our web site by linking to the FTP site.  The RS-232 is in a hex output.  You are on your own as we do not support any interface specifications or requirements except on an hourly fee basis.
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
